recognized accrediting agencies.

e TJ Northey Memorial scholars are students who continually bring joy to others while
exhibiting academic excellence, leadership skills and community involvement and who have
a demonstrated financial need in order to attend college. They must demonstrate their
desire and ability to bring joy to others whether it is through school interaction, club
involvement, volunteerism, work involvement or extracurricular activities.
